The applicant must not have failed any classes.
4. The applicant must submit a minimum 500-word essay containing information
on ambitions and goals.
5. The applicant must be a full-time student with a minimum class load of twelve (12) hours.
6. An applicant who has already been awarded this scholarship may reapply but will only be considered
if there are an insufficient number of applicants that have not yet received this scholarship.
7. Any requirement not maintained may cause the forfeiture of any unused funds remaining in the grant.

a) The attached Application form, including a 500-word essay (see page 3).
b) The attached Personal Reference forms. Three (3) personal references that reflect the applicant's
potential for success in college or vocational school must be completed by:
1) One (1) educator
2) One (1) businessperson or employer
3) One (1) other person
c) The most current official certified high school or college transcript through the last semester
completed; include your current class standing if available. Certified transcripts must be mailed
to the PO Box address listed below for both paper and electronic application submissions.
2. The applicant must submit their completed Application Packet to the Mesa F.O.P.

Paper Application Packets
must be postmarked no later than March 1% of the year in which it is to be considered. Mail all

3. The Mesa F.O.P. Scholarship Committee may interview finalists.
4. Decisions of the Mesa F.O.P. Scholarship Committee are final. The Committee will announce the
recipients no later than the third week of April each year.
